Main Idea
Jesus is the Lord of creation, who comes to His 

people and brings them safely through.

1. Setting: In the dark and without Jesus. (vv. 16-18)
2. Sign: Jesus reveals His glorious power. (vv. 19-20 )
3. Result: Jesus brings His people safely through (v. 21)
